‘04 George Wyndham Shiraz $25

 This wine displays intense ripe plum and berry fruit with hints of chocolate 
and eucalypt. Ready to drink now. 
 

‘03 Heathcoate Shiraz $30

 A rich balanced wine with deep purple colour, ripe chocolate and bramble 
aromas. Intense black plum subtle lift from French oak. 
 

‘03 Margaret River Watershed Shiraz $32

 This style of shiraz is medium bodied with a complex aroma of chocolate, 
coffee and cherries, enhanced by the spicy characters of nutmeg, cinnamon 
and pepper. These flavours give the wine richness and a persistent finish. 
 

‘02 McLaren Vale Rufus Stone Shiraz $35

 Best of the Rufus Stone, rich plum full bodied deep rich aromas a fine wine. 
 

‘00 Tyrrell’s Stevens Reserve Shiraz $38

 Carefully bottled and aged for four years until the release. This is a classic 
Hunter Valley Shiraz with hints of black pepper with intense earthy flavours.

Bay of Fire Chardonnay $34

Fine lemon flavours and aromas supported by flinty, mineral characters. This is 
enhanced by natural acidity which provides the structural foundation of the wine. 
 
Eileen Hardy Chardonnay $75

This finely structured wine shows exceptional depth and array of flavour. Fresh and 
lively, this wine exhibits intense lemon-lime characters. A creamy texture with a soft 
lingering finish. 
 

Tyrrell’s Old Winery Chardonnay $20

A full rounded style of wine featuring subtle oak flavours. 
 

Tyrrell’s Vat 1 Hunter Semillon $65

Tyrrell’s Vat 1 is a classic example of an aged hunter Semillon. 
 

Lost Block Semillon Hunter Valley $20

Lost Block is a medium bodied, unoaked style that exhibits aromas of limes with 
refreshing citrus flavours. 
 

Kahurangi Estate Riesling (NZ) $27

Tyrrell’s Verdelho $20

Intense sweet tropical nose lifted with spicy characters. This is a lively wine with rich 
tropical flavours and a good finish. 
 
Stonehaven Limestone Coast Viognier (S.A) $22

Intense fresh apricot and nectarine characters with a nutty complexity. 
 



Stoneleigh Sauvignon Blanc (NZ)  $25

A full flavoured wine with a combination of passionfruit and fresh citrus zest. 
 

Verse 1 Chardonnay Margaret River $25

Peach and grapefruit with a vanilla finish leading to a finely textured palate. 
 

Framingham Sauvignon Blanc Marlborough (NZ)  $35

The Sauvignon Blanc is produced from several Wairau Valley sites. This vintage of 2006 
is a dry wine with refreshing acidity. 
 
Montana Sauvignon Blanc Reserve $30

This wine derives concentration and richness from partial skin contact. Slow 
fermentation has retained distinctive green pepper and nectarine character in 
the wine. 
 

George Wyndham Estate Semillon Sauvignon Blanc  $25

Soft lemon citrus and tropical fruit flavours fill the palate balanced by a refreshing 
finish.
